My gentleness and good behaviour had
gained so far on the emperor and his court,
and indeed ugon the army and people in
general, that I began to conceive hopes of
getting my liberty in a short time.

The natives came,
by degrees, less apprehensive of any
danger from me, I would sometimes lie
down, and let five or six of them dance on
my head; and at last the boys and girle
would venture to come and play at hide and
seek in my hair.

Sometimes the emperor holds one
end of the stick, and his first minister the
other; sometimes the minister has it en-

I swore and subscribed to these articles -

with at cheerfulness and content,
although some of them were not so honour-
able as I could have wished; which pro-
ceeded wholly from the malice of Skyresh
Bolgolam, the high-admiral : whereupon
my chains were immediately unlocked, and
I was at full liberty.

The city is an exact square, each side of
the wall being five hundred feet long.
The two great streets, which run across
and divide it into four quarters, are five
feet wide. The lanes and alleys, which I
could not enter, but only viewed them as I
passed, are from twelve to eighteen inches.
The town is capable of holding five hundred
thousand souls : the houses are from three
to five stories : the shops and markets well
provided.

The first I shall mention, relates to in-
formers. All crimes against the state, are
punished here with the utmost severity;
but, if the person accused makes his
innocence plainly to appear upon his trial,
the accuser is ~immediately fput to an
ignominious death ; and out of his goods
or lands the innocent person is quadruply
recompensed for the loss of his time, for
the danger he underwent, for the hartfsh:p
of his imprisonment, and for all the
charges he has been at in making his
defence ; or, if that fund be deficient, it is
largely supplied by the crown. The emperor
also confers on him some public mark of
his favour, and proclamation is made of
his innocence through the wholecity.

They look upon fraud as a greater crime
than theft, and thercfore seldom fail to
_. punish it with death ; for they allege, that
care and vigilance, with a very common
undentanding,n may preserve a man's

from thieves, but honesty has no
ence against superior cunning ; and since

tenderness towards their young proceeds

im into the world; which, considering the
riseries of human life, was neithera benefit
in itself, nor intended so by his parents,
whose thoughts, in their love encounters,
were otherwise employed. Upon these, and
the like reasonings, their opinion is, that .
parents are the last of all others to be
trusted with the education of their own
children ; and therefore they have in every
town public nurseries, where all parents,
except cottagers and labourers, are ohlige(i
to send their infants of both_ sexes to be
reared and educated, when they come to
the age of twenty moons, at W ich time
they are supposed to have some rudiments
of docility. These schools are of several
kinds, suited to different qualities, and both
sexes. They have certain professors well
skilled in greparing children for such a
condition of life as befits the rank of- their
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barents, and their owp capacities; as wely
as inclinationg, I shall first 3y something

male,

The nurseries for males of noble or emi.
nent birth, are Provided with grave and
learned %rofmor& and their severa] de.

The nurseries for children of ordinary
gentlemen, merchants, traders, and handi-
crafts, are managed proportionably after
the same ; only those designed for
trades are put out ap&renticee at eleven
years old; whereas those of persons of
quality continue in their exercises till fif-
teen, which answers to twenty-one with us:
but the confi s is g 1ly 1 d
for the last three years. N

In the female nurseries, the young girls
of quality are educated much like the males,
only they are dressed by orderly servants
of their own sex ; but always in the pre-
sence of a professor or deputy, till they
come to dress themselves, which is at five
yearsold. And if it be found that these
nurses ever presume to entertain the girls
with frightful or foolish stories, or the com-
mon follie:h practisedblb cha;edmmalm
among us, they are publicly whij rice
about the city, impr[:soned for a year, and
banished for life to the most desolate part
of the country. Thus the young ladies are
as much ashamed of being cowards and
fools, as the raen, and despise all personal
ornaments, beyond decency and cleanli-
ness : .neltfler id I perceive any difference
in their education made by their difference
of sex, only that the exercises of the fc-
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males were not altogether so robust ; and
that some rules were given them refating

For the Ijllip&tian;thin n<l)thixi1§
can nore unjust, than for people,
subservience to Jtheir own appetites, to
bring children into the world, and leave
the biirthen of supporting them on the pub.
lic. Asto persons of quality, they give sc-
curity to appropriate a certain sum for
¢ach child, suitaj le% ;beu- condition ; and
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these funds are always managed with good
husbandry and the most exact justice.

The cottagers and labourers keep their
children at home, their business being only
to till and cultivate the earth, and there-
fore their education is of little consequence
to the public: but the old and diseased
among them, are supported by hospitals ;
for begging is a trade unknown in this
empire.

nd here it may, perhaps, divert the
curious reader, to give some account of my
domestics, and my manner of living in this
country, during a residence of nine months
and thirteen ezys. Having a head me-
chanically turned, and being likewise forced
by necessity, I had made for myself a table
and chair convenient enough, out of the
largest trees in the royal park. Two hun-
dred sempstresses were employed to make
me shirts, and linen for my bed and table,
all of the strongest and coarsest kind they
could get; which, however, they were
forced to quilt together in several folds, for
the thickest was some degrees firmer than
lawn. Their linen is usually three inches
wide, and three feet make a piece. e
sempstresses took my measure as I lay on
the ground, one standing at my neck, and
another at my mid-leg, with a strong cord
extended, that each held by the end, while
a third measured the length of the cord
with a rule of an inch long. Then they
measured my right thumb, and desired no
more ; for by a mathematical computation,
that twice round the thumb is once round
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the wrist, and so on to the neck and the
Wwaist, and by the help of my old shirt,
which 1 displayed on the ground before
them for a Pattern, they fitted me exactly,
Three hundred tailors were emglloyed in
the same manner to make me clot|

they had another contrivance for taking
miexaxeasure. I kneeled down, and they
ra

Mounted, and let fall a plumb.line from my
collar to the floor, which just answered the
length of my coat ; but my waist and arms
I measureq myself. en my clothes
Were finished, which was done in my house
(for the largest of theirs would not have

able to hold them,) they looked like
the patch-work made by the ladies in
I‘h;ghnd, only that mine were all of a
colour.,

1 had three hundred cooks to dress m
Victuals, in little convenient huts built
ut my house, where they and their fami-
Ties lived, and prepared me two dishes a-
glece. I’ took u; twenty waiters in my
eg them “on the table: a

ground, some with dishes of meat, and
Some with barrels of wine and other liquors
slung on their shoulders ; all which the
Waiters above drew up, as 1 wanted, in a
very ingenious manner by certain cords, as
We draw the bucket up a well in Europe.
A dish of their meat was a good mouthful,
and a barrel of their liquor a reasonable
draught, Their. Egtton yields to ours,
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but their beef is excellent. I have had a
surloin so large, that I have been forced to
make three bits of it ; but this israre. My
servants were astonished to see me eat it,
bones and all, as in our country we do the
leg of a lark. Their geese and turkeys I .
usually ate at a mouthful, and I confess
they far exceed ours. Of their smaller
fowl T cculd take up twenty or thirty at
the end of my knife.

One day his imperial majesty, being in-
formed of my way of living, desired  that
himself and his royal consort, with the
young princes of the blood of both sexes,
might have the happiness,” as he was
E‘leased to call it,  of dining with me.”

hey came accordingly, and I placed them
in chairs of state, upon my table, just over
ﬁrinst me, with their guards about them.
[limnap, fne lord high treasurer, attended
there likewise with the white staff; and 1
observed he often looked on me with a
sour countenance, which I would pot seem
to regard, but ate more than usual, in hon-
our to my dear country, as well as to fill
the court with admiration. I have some
private reasons to believe, that this visit
from his majesty gave Flimnap an oppor-
tunity of doing me ill offices to his master.
That minister had always been my secret
cnemy, though he outwardly carressed me
‘more than was usual to the moroseness of
his nature.

I own
she came often to my house, but always
publicly, nor ever without three more in
the coach, who were usually her sister and
young daughter, and some particular
acquaintance: but this was common to
many other ladies of the court ; and I still
appeal to my servants round, whether they
at any time saw a coach at my dpor, with-
out knowing what persons were in it. .

But I defy the treasurer or his two iu-
formers (I will name them, and let them
make the best of it) Clustril and Drunlo,
to prove that any Eerson ever came to me
incognito, except the secretary Reldresal,
who was sent by express command of his’
imperial majesty, as I have before related.
I should not have dwelt so long upon this
particular, if it had not been a point
wherein the reputation of a great lady is
80 nearly concerned, to say nothing of my
own; though I had then the honour to
be a nardac, which the treasurer himself
is not ; for all the world knows, that he is
only a glumglum, a title inferior by one
degree, as that of a man}‘uis is to a duke in
England ; yet 1 allow he preceded me in
nﬁl.lt of hispost.

THREE days after my arrival, walking out
of curiosity to the north-east coast of the
island, 1 observed, about half g league off
in the sea, somewhat that lockeq like o
boat overturned, I pulled off my shoes
and stockings, and, wading two or threc
hundred yards, I found the object to
approach nearer by force of the tide: and

twenty of the tallest vessels he had left,

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8ail, and had a good voyage till we passed
the Straits of Madagascar ; but having got
northward of that island, and to about five
degrees south latitude, the winds, which
in those seas are observed to blow a con-
stant equal gale between the north and
west, from the beginning of December to
the beginning of May, on the 19th of
April began to blow with much greater
violence, and more westerly than usual,
continuing so for twenty days together :
during which time, we were driven a little
to the east of the Molucca Islands, and
about three degrees northward of the line,
as our captain found by an observation he
took the 2d of May, at which time the
wind ceased, and it was a perfect calm,
whereat I was not a little rejoiced. But
he, being a man well experienced in the
navigation of those seas, bid us all p:
against a storm, which accordingly hap-
pened the day following : for the southern
wind, called the southern monsoon, began
to set in.

Finding it was likely to overblow, we
took in our sprit-sail, and stood by to hand
the fore-sail; but, making foul weather,
we looked the guns were all fast and hand-
ed the mizen. The ship lay very broad
off, s0 we thought it better spooning before
the sea, than trying or hunini. ‘e reefed
the fore-sail and set him, and hauled aft the
fore-sheet ; the helm was hard a-weather.
The ship wore bravely. We belayed the
fore down.haul; but the sail was split, and
we hauled down the yard, and got the sail

During thig storm, which was followed
by a strong wind west-south-west, we were
, by my computation, about five
hundred leagues to the cast, so that the
oldest sailor on board could not tell in what
':art of the world we were, Our provisions
eld out well, our ship was staunch, and
Qur crew all in good health ; but we lay in
the utmost distress for water. We thought
it best to hold on the same .course, rather
than turn more northerly, which might
have brought us to the north west part of

Great Tartary, andgr;o the Frozen Sea.
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On the 16th day of June, 1703, a boy on
the top-mast discovered land. On the 17th,
we came in full view of a great island, or
continent (for we knew not whether ;) on
the south side whereof was a small neck of
land ailutt‘mg out into the sea, and a creek
too shallow to hold a ship of above one
hundred tons. We cast_anchor within a
league of this creek, and our captain sent
a dozen of his men well armed in the Ioll:f-
boat, with vessels for water if any could
be found.

I
lamented my own folly and wilfulness, in
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attempting a second voyage, against the
advice of all my friends and relations. In
this terrible agitation of mind, I could not
forbear thinking of Lilliput, whose inhabi.
tants looked upon me as the greatest pro-
digy that ever appeared in the world ;
Wwhere I was able to draw an imperial fleet
In my hand, and perform those other
actions, which will be recorded for ever in
the chronicles of that empire, while pos.
terity shall bardly believe them, although
attested by millions, 1 reflected what a
mortification it must prove to me, to ap-
pear as inconsiderable in this nation, as
one single Lilliputian would be among us.
ut this 1 conceived was to be the least of
my misfortunes ; for, as human creatires
are observed to be more savage and cruel
in proportion to their bulk, what could 1
€xpect but to be a morsel in the mouth of
the first among these enormous barbarians
that should happen to seize me ? Undoubt-
edly philosophers are in the right, when
they tell us that nothing is great or little
herwise than by comparison, It might
have pleased fortune, to have let the
Lilliputians find some nation, where the
e were as diminutive with respect to
them, as they were tome. And who knows
but that even this prodigious race of mor-
tals might be equally overmatched in some
distant part of the world, whereof we have
yet no discovery.
and c?nfounded as I was, I could
not forbear going on with these reflections,
when one of theGreapers4 > approaching
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‘within ten yards of the ridge where I lay,
made me apprehend that with the next
step I should be squashed to death under
his foot, or cut in two with his reaping-
hook. And therefore, when he was again
about to move, I screamed as loud as fear
cnuld make me: whereu&)on the huge
creature trod short, and, looking round
about under him for some time, at last
espied me as I lay on the ground.

Imagine with thyself, courteous reader,
how og:en I then wished for the tongue of
mosthenes or Cicero, that might have
enabled me to celebrate the praise of my
own dear native country, in a style equal
to its merits and felicity. .
an my discourse by informing his
Majesty, that our dominions consisted of
two islands, which composed three mighty
kingdoms, under one ign, beside our
plantations in America. I dwelt long upon
the fertility of oursoil, and the temperature
of our climate, [ then spoke at large upon
the constitution of an English parliament ;
partly made up of an illustrious body
called the house of peers ; persons of the
noblest blood, and of the most ancient
and ample patrimonies. 1 described that
extraordi; ary care always taken of their
education in arts and arms, to qualify
them for being counsellors both to the
king and kingdom L’ to have a share in the
T3 . N
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legislature ; to be members of the highest
court of judicature, whence there can be
no appeal ; and to be champions always
ready for the defence of their prince and
country, b¥| their valour, conduct, and
fidelity. That these were the ornament
and bulwark of the kingdom, worthy
followers of their most renowned ancestors,
whose honour had been the reward of
their virtue, from which their posterity
were never once known to degenerate. To
these were joined several holy persons, as
art of that assemhly, under the title of
ishops, whose peculiar business is to take
care of religion, and of those who instruct
the people therein.

fl‘fle ship came within half a league of
this creek, and sent her long boat with
Vessels to take in fresh water (for the place,
it seems, was very well known) ; but I did
not observe it, till the boat was almost on
share ; and it was too late to seek another
hiding.place, The seamen at their landi:ﬁ
observed my canoe, and_rum: g it
over, easily conjectured that the owner
could not be far off. Four of them, well
armed; searched every cranny and lurking.
hole, till at last they found me flat on my
face behind the stone.

my coat made of skins, my wooden-soled
shoes, and my furred stockings ; whence,
however, they concluded, I was not a na-
tive of the place, who all go naked.

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secure me.bz force.* I thought it best to
comply with their proposal. They were
very curious to know my story, but I gave
them very little satisfaction, and th'edy all
conjectured that m* ‘misfortunes had im.
paired my reason. In two hours the boat,
which went loaden with vessels of water,
returned, with the captain’s command to
fetch me on board. I fell on my knees to
Ppreserve my liberty; but all was in vain;
and the men, having tied me with cords,
beaved me into the boat, whence 1 was

en into the ship, and thence into the
captain’s cabin.

. is name was Pedro de Mendez; he
‘Was a very courteous and generous person.
He cntreated me to give some account of
myself, and desired to know what I would
eat or drink; said, * I should be used as
well as him.se‘[;’ and spoke 50 many oblig-
ing things, that I _wondered to find su
civilities from a Yakoo. However, 1 re-
mained silent and sullen; 1 was ready to
faint at the very smell of him and his men,
At last I desired something to eat out of
my own canoe; but he ordered me a
chicken, and some, excellent wine, and
then directed that I should be put to bed
in a very clean cabin. 1 would not undress
myself, but lay on the bed-clothes, and in
half an hour stole out, when I thought
the crew was at dinner, and getting to the
side of the ship, was going to leap into the
sea, and swim for my life, rather than
continue among Yakoos. But one of the
seamen meventchmge, and having i

favours, 1 would give so much allowance
the corruption of his nature, as to an-
swer any objection he might piease to
thimke, and then he might easily discover
t %l:;utb.'

captain, a wise man, after many
endeavours to catch me tripping in s0me
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part of my story, at last began to have a
better opinion of my veracity. But he
added, ¢ that since I professed so inviolable
an attachment to truth, I must give him
my word and honour to bear him company
in this voyage, without attempting any
thing against my life; or else he would
‘continue me a prisoner till we arrived at
Lisbon.’ I gave him the promise he
required ; but at the same time protested,
“that I would suffer the greatest hardships,
rather than return to live among Yakoos.’

Our voyage passed without any consider-
able accident, In gratitude to the captain,
I sometimes sat with him at his earnest
reql‘:le‘t’ and strove to conceal my anti-
pathy against human kind, although it
often broke out; which he suffered to
pass without observation. But the great-
est part of the day I. confined myself to
my cabin, to avoid seeing any of the crew.

e captain had often entreated me to
strip myself of my savage dress, and offered
to lend me the best suit of clothes he had.
This I would not be prevailed on to accept,
abhorring to cover myself with any thin,
that had been on the back of a Yakoo.
only desired he would lend me two clean
shirts, which, having been washed since
he wore them, I believed would not so
much defile me. These I changed every
second day, and washed them myself.

‘We arrived at Lisbon, Nov. 5, 1715, At
our landing, the captain forced me to co-
ver mysel!swith his cloak, to prevent the
rabble from crowdixrqxgs about me. ] was
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put it upon me, as a matter of honour and
conscience, ‘that I ought to return to my
native country, and live at home with my
wife and children.’ He told me, ¢there
was an English ship in the port just rud.ﬁ
to sail, and he would furnish me with
things necessary.”

tions, He said, it was ether impos-
sible to find such a solitary island as I de-
sired to live in; but I might command in
my own house, and pass my time in a man-
ner as recluse as I pleased.’

1 complied at last, finding I could not
do better. I left Lisbon the 24th dayof

- November, in an English merchantman,
but who was the master I never inquired.
Don Pedro accompanied me_to the shij
and lent me twenty pounds. He took kh&
leave of me, and embraced me at parting,
which I bore as well as 1 could.
this last voyage I had no commerce wi

e master or any of his men ; but,
tending I was sick, kept close in my .
On the fifth of December, 1715, we cast
anchor in the Downs, about nine in the
morning, and at three in the afternoon I
got safe to my house at Redriff.

My wife and family b;ceceivedmme with
great surprise and j ause con-
ed e certataty’ doad s but I must
freely confess the sight of them filled me
on:{ with hatred, disgust, and contempt;
and the more, by reflecting on the near al-
liance I had to them. For although}‘

since
my unfortunate exil§ f;om the Houyhnhnm
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. country, I had compelled myself to tole
rate the sight of Yahoos, and to converse
with Don Pedro de Mendez, yet my me-
mory and imagination were perpetually
filled with the virtues and ideas of those
exalted Houyhnhnms. ~And when 1 began
to ‘consider that, by copulating with one
of the Yahoo species I had become a pa-
rent of more, it struck me with the utmost
shame, confusion, and horror. .

As soon as 1 entered the house, my wife
took me in her arms, and kissed me; at
which, having not been used to the touch
of that odious animal for so many years, I
fell into a sivoon for almost an hour. At
the time 1 am writinﬁit is five years sincé
my last return to England: during the
first year, I could not endure my wife or
children jn tay presence; the very smell of

them was intolerable; much less could I
suffer them to eat in the same room. (]
this hour they dare not presume to touch
my bread, or drink out of the same CuP,
neither was I ever able to let one of them
take me by the hand. The first money 1

1aid out was to buy twoyoungstone-horses,
